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Despite Challenges, Spirit of Unity Thrives

“Unity of the Church, the unity
of the human community and
the unity of the whole creation
belong together,” reads a Uni-
ty Statement presented at the
World Council of Churches
(WCC) Assembly on Tuesday.

The statement emphasizes that
diversity of creation is a gift
from God, who wants us to live
together in unity and peace.

“Our unity as brothers and sis-
ters of Christ is inextricably
tied up in the unity God desires
for creation,” said Dame Mary
Tanner, current WCC president
from Europe.

“QOur unity is not of our own
making,” she said, adding that
it is grounded in the commun-

ion of love that flows through
the Holy Trinity.

The WCC believes in a com-
mon faith, one baptism, one
communion and one mission of
witnessing to the gospel of sal-
vation, Tanner said.

But unity doesn’t mean uni-
formity; rather, the visible unity
the WCC seeks is born of a rich
diversity in which the gospel
flourishes, she said.

The Unity Statement describes
a world caught in the “tension
between the profoundest hope
and the deepest despair,” and
although the WCC has come
a long way on its ecumenical
journey, there is still far to go,
speakers agreed.

“It is a scandal and a wound that
we do not eat and drink around
the one table of the Lord,” Tan-
ner said as assembly partici-
pants applauded.

The WCC also faces challeng-
es from within, including some
from constituencies who speak
out against the ecumenical
movement for fear of losing
their traditions, said H.E. Met-
ropolitan Nifon, professor for
Missiology and Ecumenism at
the Orthodox Theological Fac-
ulty of Targoviste. Nifon is also
Patriarchal Exarch for external
and ecumenical relationships of
the Patriarchate of the Romani-
an Orthodox Church.

“How can we ignore our broth-
ers and sisters who are actively

seeking unity?” he said.

The Rev. Dr Neville Callam,
general secretary of the Bap-
tist World Alliance, echoed this
sentiment, saying that we per-
sist in holding on to peculiari-
ties and don’t seek signs of the
one Christ in other churches.

Other obstacles to unity include
conflicts on moral issues, weak
promotion of unity among
young adults and racism — in-
cluding that within the church,
Callam said.

“The challenges may be great,
but the opportunities are im-
mense,” he said.

“Theres Always Hope”

Climate
Change:

A Human
Rights Issue

Climate change is a human rights issue, participants heard
during an ACTtalks event in Madang Hall yesterday.

As part of a programme of 15-minute interactive talks, spon-
sored by World Council of Churches (WCC) partner ACT Al-
liance, throughout the assembly, ACT members shared news
about their advocacy work related to climate change.

Representing the United Evangelical Mission, the Rev. Dr
Jochen Motte said: “Climate change directly affects people’s
human rights: food, health and housing, for example.

“From the church’s perspective, this discussion takes place in
a reality where the human rights of millions of people are vio-
lated due to the impact of climate change.”

Sophia Wirsching of Bread for the World said: “The vulnera-
ble groups are the ones that first benefit if a human rights ap-
proach to climate change is taken because it is affecting those
that are already marginalised.”

Isaiah Kipyegon Toroitich of ACT added climate change is
also an economic, political, ethical and spiritual issue.

Speaking ahead of this month’s Warsaw Climate Change Con-
ference, Motte also encouraged the WCC to give more empha-
sis to climate change and equal justice in the coming years.

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There are some countries in the
world where the concepts of
justice and peace seem like far-
off but long hoped-for dreams.
For the Rev. Gloria Nohemy
Ulloa Alvarado, peace can reign
in conflict-ridden Colombia — her
native country — if the church
works strategically with local and
national authorities.

More than 220,000 people have
been killed in Colombia since the
armed conflict began between the
government and guerrilla forces
such as the Revolutionary Armed
Forces of Colombia (FARC).

Danger is a constant reality for
many Colombians; it is estimated
that between 1996 and 2005,
someone was kidnapped every
eight hours on average.

“The government does not call
it a civil war, but it is,” said
Alvarado. “Women and children
are suffering a lot, as are farmers
and indigenous people.”

Given this context, Alvarado
expressed gratitude that, as
newly elected World Council of
Churches (WCC) president for
Latin America and the Caribbean,
she can now speak from a position
of authority in bringing together
the church in her homeland to

work for peace.

Alvarado, 54, is also pleased to be
on the WCC’s Central Committee
and is passionate about listening
to churches from across the
region, promoting ecumenism
and interpreting the work of the
WCC in different Latin American
and Caribbean contexts.

“The churches have to be together
to bring about peace. But it’s very
difficult,” she said. “Part of the
biggest challenge is that we have
to start agreeing among ourselves
— Catholics, Protestants and
evangelicals — about how we are
going to construct a non-violent
society.”

The issues involved in resolving
the conflict are many and
complex. In trying to bring about
economic, social and gender
justice, Alvarado is convinced
churches must work not only with
politicians and the military, but
also with other religious groups
such as Muslims and Buddhists
who are also advocating for peace.

She realizes she will need to work
hard to get her voice heard as a
female leader: “It is difficult as a
woman. When | was ordained in
1992, 1 became one of the first
women to do so in the Presbyterian

Church of Colombia, where male
leadership is dominant. But it’s
wonderful to have support from a
lot of people.”

Alvarado has a heart for those
women who have been displaced
or have become victims of sexual
violence during the conflict and
she has been working tirelessly on
these issues within her church and
the city of Barranquilla, where she
lives. “I’m also passionate about
children because by changing the
minds of children we can achieve
alot,” she said.

“Although the situation is
complex and we may not see the
solution now, we have to keep
working so that one day we will
see it. There’s always hope. We
cannot lose hope.”

Peace Builders Lift Up
Violence Prevention

Violence prevention often fails,
S0 some argue that we must be
prepared to act, said the Rev. Dr
Konrad Raiser, former general
secretary of the World Council
of Churches (WCC).

But the WCC has focused on
lifting up prevention as a gen-
uine and logical approach, he
said.

He compared this approach to
the medical profession, where
prevention means a strength-
ening of the body so that it can
resist disease. Prevention of vi-
olence requires similar strength-
ening of a society from within.

WCC IN HISTORY

“Prevention does not remove
vulnerability,”  Raiser  said.
“Preparation is in fact geared
toward accepting vulnerability.”

Violent conflict cannot be over-
come by outside intervention,
and lasting peace must come
from within, he said.

Bishop Renke Brahms, repre-
sentative for Peace Issues of
the Council of the Evangelical
Church in Germany, outlined
a few causes of violence that
must be addressed.

Although world hunger has
decreased, far too many peo-

ple are still starving and dying
from hunger. Poverty leads to
violence, Brahms said.

We must also reduce the export
of weapons — disarmament in
countries fighting civil wars is
of no use if weapons will just
come back, he said.

Dr Agnes Aboum, elected to the
WCC’s Executive Committee
at the 9th assembly in 2006,
spoke about her peace building
work in Kenya after the 2007
elections led to violence.

She learned that, while the vio-
lence after the election seemed

inevitable because of structures
in society encourage it, there
could be an alternative.

Because the church was part of
the problem in the post-election
violence, she concluded there is
hope if the church is educated
in peace building and the theol-
ogy that surrounds it.

The Cost of Justice

Dietrich Bonhoeffer warned that God’s grace may be free, but it doesn’t come cheap.
Neither is justice without a price, nor truth without offense.

As a youth secretary for the Ecumenical Council for Life and Work, Bonhoeffer saw
the ecumenical movement recognize the Confessing Synod of dissenting Protes-
tants, despite opposition from the influential, so-called “German Christians” of the

Third Reich.

In 1935, Bonhoeffer wrote: “The ecumenical movement and the Confessing Church
have made an encounter. The ecumenical movement has stood sponsor at the com-
ing-to-be of the Confessing Church, in prayer for her and in commitment toward her.

“That is a fact, even if it is an extremely remarkable fact, which is most offensive

to many people.”

Focolare delegates are bringing a sense of universal spirituality to the assembly, an ideal they say expands upon the WCC’s work toward Christian unity. Joan Patricia
Back and Peter Dettwiler come from different faith traditions, yet both identify with the Focolare movement, the name of which comes from the Italian word for “hearth”
or “family fireside.”

Founded in 1943 in northern Italy, Focolare is also called “Work of Mary.” Although it has strong links to the Roman Catholic Church, the movement has spread throughout
Christian denominations and secular groups and now operates in 182 nations with more than 100,000 followers.

Back is co-director of the Focolare Movement’s international secretariat in Rome. Dettwiler is an ecumenical officer for the Protestant Reformed Church of the Canton of
Zurich. In Back’s eyes, Focolare followers and WCC members are fully committed to working for Christian unity, and both are engaged in inter-religious dialogue. “We
experience that in meeting and collaborating with Muslims, Buddhists and members of other religions,” she said.

The Focolare Movement has an emphasis on unity between Christians, Buddhists, Hindus and other faith traditions, said Dettwiler. “The Focolare Movement is not a
church or an ecumenical church-based organization, but a movement that tries to serve the unity among Christians of different denominations and even people of different
faiths,” he said.

Now at the “Centre Uno” — the name of the Focolare international secretariat in Rome — Back helps provide ecumenical formation at various levels for Focolare members
and also organizes “ecumenical weeks” during which Christians can live and share their Gospel experiences in the context of Focolare’s spirituality of unity. In Switzerland,
Dettwiler strives to offer the same spirit of sharing and living as one. “I invite my church and its 180 parishes to keep the ‘window’ open to the world -- to Christians of
sister churches, to immigrants in our neighbourhood and to our mission and relief agencies,” he said.

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Pakistan Church Leader:
‘We Are the Margins’

“In Pakistan, we Christians are
the margins,” said the Rt. Rev.
Samuel Azariah, Moderator of
the Church of Pakistan as he
reflected on the pressures the
Christian community in Pakistan
is facing.

Speaking at the Space for
Inter-Religious Encounter (Inn-
SPIRE), Azariah spoke about
the recent attack on All Saints
Church in Peshawar City where
more than 80 people were Killed
and 100 injured.

In this context, he also
emphasized the important role
of interreligious dialogue for
peacebuilding.

“Inthe originofthe independence
of Pakistan, the dream was to
have a land where there would
be a Muslim population but not
a religious state,” Azariah said.
“Muslims and Christians have
lived together from historical

times. This is not something
that is a new phenomenon. At
times they have lived in conflict
and in peace; at times they have
opposed each other and trusted
each other.”

Between 95 and 98 percent of the
population in Pakistan practices
Islam. Dr. Ali Mohammad
Helmi of the Islamic Culture and
Relations Organization — Center
for Interreligious Dialogue in
Iran, expressed solidarity with
Pakistan, saying that he and
his colleagues stand ready to
cooperate in the dialogues. “A
serious action should be taken at
the highest levels. We are ready
to cooperate should there be any
dialogue between the Muslims
and Christians.”

Pakistan has become a victim
of a small group of people
who have taken on the cloak
of religious extremism, said
Azariah.

“They are dictating their
interpretation of their faith in
a manner that is not helpful
for Pakistan and to them or to
the image building of Islam in
itself,” he said.

“The Taliban today are in a
struggle for power. They want
power, they want control.
They want to rule Pakistan and
Afghanistan. In their struggle
for power, the only option they
are finding is to attack innocent
people.

“Now they have started coming
at a religious level. This
happened for the first time in
the history of Christianity in
Pakistan. Yes, we had attacks
in our churches and institutions
but never have so many people
died in one attack, as happened
in Peshawar attack.”

Azariah said that interreligious
conversation has been practiced
in the last 10 years but has not
yet resulted in concrete action:
“A lot of things are going on in
the conference room, but what
is the action or implementation
of interfaith dialogues?” He also
added that dialogue in Pakistan
must be taken differently: “We
have to look at the commonality
based on human rights. That has
to be the next step of dialogue.”

Azariah  urged accelerated
advocacy not only for Pakistan
but in Islamic countries in which
Christians are the minority: *“You
have to advocate by helping
our  government,  through
governments of the world — not
necessarily the West but even the
Middle East, the governments in
Africa and Asia — to be able to
influence our governments for
the rights of minority.”

For Emmanuel Kwame Tettey, a youth leader from the Presby-
terian Church of Ghana, being at the assembly offers a unique
opportunity to know more about the ecumenical movement: “I
get to experience the cultural diversity and learn how to work
with different people,” he said. “The church should give the
young people the opportunity to share what’s in them and what
they can do to be able for them to offer their full potentials. |
am looking forward to passing on the learning I have to my
youth group back in Ghana,” said Tettey.

The three are among the 117 stewards who are serving at the
assembly in various capacities from assisting in worship, ple-
naries, communications, administration and other operations.
